In accordance with the requirements of 20.2.72 NMAC Section 219 A.1.e for administrative permit 
revisions, Los Alamos National Laboratory (LANL) is providing notification to incorporate an exempt 
source as defined in Section 202.B. The Administrative Permit Revision Form is included as Attachment 
1. 

The Intelligence and Space Research Division at LANL plans to purchase and use a PVA Delta 6 
Selective Coating/Dispensing System to improve operations for existing coating activities.  This project 
will upgrade and modernize the process for applying conformal coating to electronic printed circuit 
boards. Rather than applying coating using manual methods this new process would automate it resulting 
in greater consistency.  The Delta 6 takes a pre-mixed 2-part epoxy mixed with thinner (Arathane 5750 
A/B and Ultralane Thinner #1) and sprays the final mix over the printed circuit board creating the coated 
surface needed for space electronic boards.  The Delta 6 is enclosed except for the conveyor inlet/outlet 
openings.  Vendor specifications are included in Attachment 2.  These activities are considered exempt 
under 20.2.72.202.B.6 NMAC for surface coating of equipment.  

The applicable exemption in Section 202.B.6 states: 
Surface coating of equipment, including spray painting, roll coating, and painting with aerosol 
spray cans, if: 

(a) The potential emission rate of VOCs do not exceed ten (10) pounds per hour;
(b) The facility-wide total VOC content of all coating and clean-up solvent use is less than

two (2) tons per year; and
(c) The owner or operator maintains sufficient record keeping to verify that the requirements

in Sub-paragraphs (a) and (b) of this paragraph are met.

As a requirement of LANL’s Title V Operating Permit (P100-R2M5, Section 900 regulating facility-wide 
chemical use) LANL tracks and reports on facility-wide VOC emissions from chemical use including the 
evaluation of paints and coatings.  VOC emissions from paints and coatings have always been below two 
(2) tons per year.

The activities that will be conducted in the Delta 6 are existing activities that are included in the analysis 
conducted and will be included in the Title V facility-wide VOC emissions.  Using a conservative spray 
rate of 9 cc/min and the VOC content of 0.29 grams of VOCs per gram of the final mix, the maximum 
hourly VOC emissions are 0.32 pounds per hour, well below the exemption threshold of 10 pounds per 
hour.  Attachment 3 provides the most recent 2 years of data on VOC content from paints and coatings, 
these show that the facility-wide total VOC content for coating use is less than 2 tons per year.  Paint 
purchases will continue to be tracked in LANL’s facility-wide chemical inventory database and annual 
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emissions from painting activities will be reviewed to ensure that compliance with this exemption or 
permitting requirements continues to be met. 

Attachment 4 provides a summary of applicability of 40 CFR 63, Subpart HHHHHH and Subpart 
XXXXXX and explains why LANL is not subject to either of these regulations. 

We request this exempt unit be placed on the Air Quality Permit #2195 as an administrative revision

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LANL’s Facility-Wide VOC Content from Painting Activities for 2022 and 2023 
 
 
Background: 
As required in LANL’s Title V Operating Permit (P100-R2M5, Section 900), LANL tracks and reports on facility-
wide VOC emissions from chemical use including an evaluation of paints and coatings. The analysis presented here 
documents the facility-wide total VOC content from all painting activities for 2022 and 2023 to determine if it is less 
than two tons per year as required in 20.2.72 NMAC Section 202.B.6. 
 
Data Source: 
LANL tracks chemical purchases through a facility-wide chemical tracking system called ChemDB. A download 
from the ChemDB inventory system was created that included all chemical containers added to LANL’s inventory 
for 2022 and 2023. This dataset included 61,229 chemicals purchased in 2022 and 54,525 chemicals purchased in 
2023.  
 
Mass Conversion: 
For each chemical record, a mass conversion calculation was performed to calculate pounds. The mass conversion 
for liquids uses the chemical’s specific gravity. In order to convert the paint containers to pounds, a specific gravity 
for paint had to be determined. A review of numerous material safety data sheets for paint shows a specific gravity 
range between 1.2 and 1.4. To be conservative, a specific gravity of 1.4 was used for all paints. 
 
Analysis: 
For this analysis, the 2022 and 2023 chemical containers were queried for purchases containing paint-related terms 
(enamel, prime, paint, gloss, stain, etc.) and for purchases from a list of paint manufacturers. This list was then 
reviewed to remove containers used in Trivial Activities (TA), including maintenance activities based on NMED’s 
List of Trivial Activities from 1996 and the exemptions under 20 NMAC 2.72.202.A(1). 
 
LANL uses a tiered approach for estimating VOC content from chemical use for paint activities. For the initial 
analysis, the following conservative assumptions are made: all paint containers purchased in the year are used in that 
year and 100% of the paint is VOC. If needed, a more refined analysis can be performed that accounts for actual 
paint usage and evaluates material safety data sheets for high usage paints to determine the actual VOC content of 
each paint. 
 
Summary: 
Using the approach described above, the VOC content from facility-wide painting activities is 1837.5 lbs (0.92 tons) 
for 2022 and 2,209.6 lbs (1.10 tons) for 2023. For both 2022 and 2023, the facility-wide total VOC content of all 
painting activities is less than two tons per year. Therefore, LANL meets the requirement of 202.B.6 (b) to qualify 
for an exemption.

However, if 
you are the owner or operator of a motor vehicle or mobile equipment surface coating operation, 
you may petition the Administrator for an exemption from this subpart if you can demonstrate, to 
the satisfaction of the Administrator, that you spray apply no coatings that contain the target 
HAP, as defined in § 63.11180. Petitions must include a description of the coatings that you 
spray apply and your certification that you do not spray apply any coatings containing the target 
HAP. If circumstances change such that you intend to spray apply coatings containing the target 
HAP, you must submit the initial notification required by 63.11175 and comply with the 
requirements of this subpart.  

(3) Perform spray application of coatings that contain the target HAP, as defined in § 63.11180, 
to a plastic and/or metal substrate on a part or product, except spray coating applications that 
meet the definition of facility maintenance or space vehicle in § 63.11180.  

Target HAP are compounds of chromium (Cr), lead (Pb), manganese (Mn), nickel (Ni), or 
cadmium (Cd).

“Primarily engaged” is defined in § 63.11522, “What definitions apply to this subpart?”  

(1) Electrical and Electronic Equipment Finishing Operations;  

(2) Fabricated Metal Products;  

(3) Fabricated Plate Work (Boiler Shops);  

(4) Fabricated Structural Metal Manufacturing;  

(5) Heating Equipment, except Electric;  

(6) Industrial Machinery and Equipment Finishing Operations;  

(7) Iron and Steel Forging;  

(8) Primary Metal Products Manufacturing; and  

(9) Valves and Pipe Fittings.  

 

Applicability to LANL:  LANL is not primarily engaged in the operations of any of the nine 
listed source categories.
